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They Were Everywhere – They Got Everything Done:  

The Cultural  Construction of the Heroines of the New Age 
(1945-1951) 

  
The post war period posed a demand for the reshaping of society, people 

and their habits, and thus also necessitating a plan of transformation for the fe-
male spirit. The old codes of femininity had to be forgotten. This paper is con-
cerned with the construction of the "new woman" shaped according to the mo-
del of Nietzsche’s Ubermensch. The socialist heroine was a fierce warrioress, 
a devoted worker, an unparalleled shock-worker, a selfless volunteer, a loving 
Mother, an eager homemaker, an educator, a member of the Sports movement 
and a self-confident politician. The radical shift in discourse as a sign of Re-
volutionary victory over the disenfranchised bourgeoisie was caused by the 
need to rebuild the devastated country and to meet the deadline of the ambitio-
us five year plan. The androgynous woman worked aggressively and dili-
gently alongside the men, building Socialism and a better Future. Still, these 
radical changes went hand in hand with keeping certain traditional gender ro-
les. The marked absence of men from the domestic sphere (housework, raising 
the children) indicates that the revolutionary references weren’t entirely as 
emancipatory as they seemed at first glance.

Les revendications d’après-guerre d'une mutation de la société, de l'homme 
et de ses habitudes exigeaient la transformation de l'esprit de la femme. Les 
anciens codes de féminité devaient tomber à l'oubli. Cette étude traite de la 
construction de la "nouvelle femme" façonnée d'après le modèle du surhomme 
de Nietszche. L'héroïne socialiste était une guerrière hardie, travailleuse assi-
due, hyperproductrice invincible, donatrice dévouée d'heures de travail 
bénévoles, Mère dévouée, ménagère zélée, éducatrice, participante au mouve-
ment de promotion d'activité physique et femme politique consciente d'elle-
même. Le changement radical du discours comme signe d'une victoire de la 
Révolution remportée sur la bourgeoisie évincée du pouvoir était conditionné 
par le besoin de rénover le pays démoli et celui de réaliser le plan quinquennal 
ambitieusement conçu. La femme androgyne construisait avec assiduité et un 
esprit belliqueux, côte à côté avec l'homme, le Socialisme et un meilleur Ave-
nir. Mais, des pas en avant radicaux étaient accompagnés de la conservation 
de certains rôles de genre traditionnels. L'absence flagrante des hommes de la 
sphère domestique (le ménage, l'éducation des enfants) témoigne du fait que 
les références révolutionnaires n'ont pas été entièrement émancipatrices, com-
me cela a pu le paraître au premier abord.
